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During this past month I had an opportunity to attend another Scottish festival at  
Livermore, CA. and reflect on why my ancestral home is still under the domination of 
the British?  For history buffs you will remember that Scotland’s last war with Britton 
was in 1745-46 and the Scottish Jacobites lost.  One of the first acts of the British  
government was to banish the right to arms.  Further, the oppression of the people was 
implemented through clearances, disbanding the clan system, making it a crime to wear 
tartans, and numerous other acts of governmental controls.  As generations lost their  
perspective of the past, the fervor for independence waned.  Without the right to vote for 
independence and the individual freedoms of a free society it seems that people chose to 
accept domination.  Without arms equal to the authoritative systems and no right to 
change by free elections, the people are subservient to the government. 
 
I believe that the right to arms is the only real long term deterrent to a governmental  
system, no matter how constituted, which tends to dampen the every increasing  
domination and control of the people.  We can find many excuses for failing to act in self  
protection, we can blame others for infringing on our liberty, but we cannot look in the 
mirror and honestly say we are not to blame. 
 
During June the Madison Society is pushing very hard to raise the legal defense funds for 
the Modesto three who have been charged with felony possession of AR15 lowers.  
These gun parts are legal yet the State Department of Justice through its surrogate  
Stanislaus County has brought charges once again to intimidate law abiding citizens.

We will incorporate the  
Constitutional defense of the right to arms in this case.  We will push this case into the 
Federal Courts and we will not sit back and allow fellow Americans to be subject to 
those who wish to destroy our founding fathers belief that all free men have the right to 
self protection.

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GONZALES WANTS ARBITRARY POWER TO BLOCK GUN 
PURCHASES; SAF SAYS HE SHOULD RESIGN 
 
BELLEVUE, WA – Attorney General Alberto Gonzales’ troubling support of 
legislation that would allow him and future attorneys general the arbitrary power 
to block firearms purchases without due process is cause for him to step down as 
the nation’s highest ranking law enforcement officer, the Second Amendment 
Foundation said today.  
 
The bill, S. 1237, was introduced last week at the Justice Department’s request 
by Sen. Frank Lautenberg (D-NJ), one of the most extreme anti-gunners in  
Congress. Called the “Denying Firearms and Explosives to Dangerous Terrorists 
Act of 2007,” this legislation would give the Attorney General discretionary au-
thority to deny the purchase of a firearm or the issuance of a firearm license or 
permit because of some vague suspicion that an American citizen may be up to 
no good.  
 
“This bill,” said SAF founder Alan Gottlieb, “raises serious concerns about how 
someone becomes a ‘suspected terrorist.’ Nobody has explained how one gets 
their name on such a list, and worse, nobody knows how to get one’s name off 
such a list.  
 
“The process by which someone may appeal the Attorney General’s arbitrary  
denial seems weak at best,” Gottlieb suggested, “and there is a greater concern. 
When did we decide as a nation that it is a good idea to give a cabinet member 
the power to deny someone’s constitutional right simply on suspicion, without a 
trial or anything approaching due process?  
 
“We’re not surprised that General Gonzales has found an agreeable sponsor in 
Frank Lautenberg,” Gottlieb observed. “The senator from New Jersey has never 
seen a restrictive gun control scheme he did not immediately embrace, and S. 
1237 is loaded with red flags. It would allow an appointed bureaucrat the  
authority to suspend or cancel someone’s Second Amendment right without even 
being charged with a crime.  
 
“Attorney General Gonzales has no business asking for that kind of power over 
any tenet in the Bill of Rights,” Gottlieb said. “He took an oath to uphold the 
Constitution, not trample it. Perhaps it is time for him to go.”
